Course Description:

How do photographers use different elements and principles of art/design to create purposeful photographs?  In what ways can photographers express what they think and feel? In what ways does the medium influence the message? What are the purposes of photography? What are the skills needed to be a photographer? In what ways do photographers tell stories? How has technology impacted the field of photography? What is the link between photography and history?How does practice influence growth?

Photography as a non-verbal language allows all students to increase their visual perception and provides a medium for creative expression and storytelling. Through photography, this class will enable students to achieve an understanding and appreciation of artistic expression and use this knowledge to enhance visual communication. The history and modern applications of photography will be explored in the context of historical, social, cultural, technological, artistic, and legal developments. Producing original work (using a digital camera and photo editing software on the Mac), students will explore photography from multiple perspectives, such as the fine arts photographer, the commercial photographer, the outdoor photographer, sports photographer, fashion photographer, photojournalist, and others. Students will examine and create their visual images and stories in the formats of the still photo, photo essay, photo biography, photographic documentary, and their original storytelling formats.

Through the study of the photographic work of others (history of photography), and the fundamental art elements and principles, students will develop a base for making informed judgments in content and composition. Using vocabulary from the photographic arts, students will have opportunities to discuss and critique their own work and the work of their peers and professionals. Students will learn how to apply elements from the study of photography to other art forms, content areas and careers. Working independently and in groups or teams, students will develop an understanding about the client/artist relationship and working with deadlines.

Tests/Culminating Projects(Assessments):

Tests and culminating projects are given over the major concepts and materials of the unit. Students will have a review before a written test and receive ongoing guidance/support while working on projects.

Homework (Journal) and Organization:  

Students will be supplied with a personal journal.This journal is provided for students to complete their homework assignments. It should provide evidence of time spent on weekly assignments (approximately 30 minutes per week). In addition to assigned activities it may contain ideas and inspirations, especially as they pertain to the field of photography. This journal is, in essence, a scrapbook of ideas that students can draw from in their future work.

Journals will be reviewed for assignment completion on due dates. STUDENTS MUST BRING THEIR JOURNAL TO EACH CLASS.  Students will use it for notes and as an activity for 'down-time'. If the original journal becomes lost, the student will be required to purchase a replacement. 

In addition to the journal, students will be expected to maintain a 3-ring binder or pocket folder, in which they will keep this syllabus and all handouts and assignment sheets (dated and in order).  Organizational skills are useful life skills. Careful organization of class materials not only allows students to practice this life skill, but ultimately well-organized class materials assist in student success.

Participation:
Classroom participation is essential for successful completion of this course. Make-Up Policy:

· Art supplies should be used with care and respect. Materials should not be wasted

· Students will be responsible for the cleanup of tools and work areas. Stools will be stowed under tables when not in use. Backpacks  shall be placed out of traffic areas during class time to prevent accidental injury to fellow classmates and/or the instructor.

Computer Use in the Classroom:

Computers are to be used for academic purposes only, as stipulated in the student handbook.

3. Violating Copyrights – Copying or downloading copyrighted materials without the owner’s permission;

4. Plagiarism – Representing as one’s own work any materials obtained on the Internet (such as term papers, articles, etc.).  When Internet sources are used in student work, the author, publisher and Web site must be identified; 

5. Copying Software – Copying or downloading software without the express authorization of the system administrator; 

6. Non–School–Related Uses – Using the school unit’s computers, networks and Internet services for non–school–related purposes such as private financial gain, commercial, advertising or solicitation purposes; 

7. Misuse of Passwords/Unauthorized Access – Sharing passwords, using other users’ passwords without permission and/or accessing other users’ accounts; 

8. Malicious Use/Vandalism – Any malicious use, disruption or harm to the school unit’s computers, networks and Internet services, including but not limited to hacking activities and creation/uploading of computer viruses; and 

9. Unauthorized Access to Chat Rooms/News Groups – Accessing chat rooms or news groups without specific authorization from the supervising teacher. 

· Computers may be used to gather research for projects and to type reports or produce projects.  Computers will not be used for classroom notes.  Computer use will be at the discretion of the teacher and only for academic use.

· Usage of the computers for any other purpose will result in the loss of computer privileges and referral to the office.

· The first offense will result in the loss of computer privileges for 1 week.  A second offense will result in a loss of privileges for the remainder of the year.
